This past year has been challenging for the Art Gallery and its volunteers. When the COVID-19
pandemic arrived in Ontario, we had to close our doors in mid-March, halting the exhibition of
sculpture by Michael N. Green. The Curatorial Committee, in consultation with the scheduled
artists, cancelled a number of exhibitions through the spring and summer months. We were
able to open, with strict physical distancing measures in place, from mid-June through to
December 26, when were again required to close due to the resurgence of the virus. For those
who were able to visit the Gallery, we offered excellent shows by Allan O’Marra, David Smith,
John Climenhage, and Francis Livingston. We were able to display our annual Juried exhibition
in December, however it was terminated on Boxing Day due to the virus, instead of running
through to the end of January 2021 as planned

We are excited to announce that the Art Gallery will reopen on Tuesday, April 6, 2021, with an
entirely new look and feel. With the help of a grant from Community Futures North Hastings,
we have a completely redesigned gift shop area branded as “Out of the Box Gifts”; one look and
you will clearly see how that brand has been incorporated. The Gift Shop committee has
worked very hard to bring new art and crafts, sourced from local artisans, to Out of the Box.
Past visitors will not only be treated to a new look, but also to many new items, most all priced
in the $50 or lower range.

At this time, we plan on mounting 9 diversified monthly shows, starting with Shannon Taylor,
opening on April 7, and ending in December with the Annual Juried exhibition. We are unable
to host the normal Opening Receptions for the present, but we hope this might soon change.

As you know, sales from the Gift Shop and from the exhibitions are one of our major sources of
income. In order to continue financing the Gallery, we count on these sales, fundraising,
memberships and donations. We do not receive funding through grants or governments.
